Tollefsrud, Deepak Mohoni and a new player, plus Per Chr. Henden replacing his to-be-relegated
team. If you're listed here, and you don't want to start a new team (or want to start more
than one), or you're not listed here, but would like to start a new team, do let me know
before the issue 12 deadline.

If someone has a strong desire to take over one of the eight listed teams that drop, do let me
know by Wednesday, so you can get orders in for the last week for it (assuming there's
probably some non league sales to be desired for most of them, plus I would like to send

out a revision to relegations/promotions a bit before the deadline, if something changes).

This totals 57 teams, meaning we're 3 short. So it's recruitment season! Deadline for new team
submissions for next season would be Wednesday, September 14, at 2130 CET.

The following comments on the divisions are based on the list below remaining as it is.

At the top of Rosedale Open, Lower Tadfield Apocalypse still have a four point lead on World
Ambassadors. Camarilla Divided are just one point behind second place. In the relegation zone,
we find Call of Cthulhu and Monkey Business with 10 points each, with five points up to
safety, so they're in effect relegated. The luckiest team of Rosedale Open is World
Ambassadors, and the unluckiest is Gangsters United.

Desassossego Blues lost some ground, but still lead Lexington League with 30 points. They have
all of 3 points down to Flaaklypa FK in second place, while Brazil Star Conquerors and Car
Park Rangers occupy the last two promotion spots, one point behind Flaaklypa FK. Sheffield
Thursday chase two points behind them. In the relegation zone, we find Dangermouse with 13
points and Not Really New Bremen Cyberdruids still with their one point. Karma kings of
Lexington are Grunts United, and the karma drain is First Men of Rome.

Erkrath Gladiators keep their lead in Berkeley Conference, now having 33 points. Twin Peaks
Owls are still two points behind, while Sleep Wanderers is now just one point behind second
place. Marvel Comics have the last promotion spot, 5 points behind third, but with a 3 point
lead to the AB's. Ajax is the relegation team with three points, with three points up to
Jedi Order - if they can pass Jedi Order, they will be safe, otherwise they have a
qualification match to play. Sleep Wanderers has had most luck so far, while Odd Athletics
have been on the receiving end of that stick.

There is no relegation struggle to speak
of, given both teams anywhere near relegation seems to be abandoned by their manager. Luckiest
are now Dummys, and unluckiest are Lords.

South Keys Slugfest is still lead by FC Asskickers, who have now picked up form again, and
lead with 34 points. Harestua IL in second are still two points behind. PSV follow another 5
points behind. Given disappearances higher up in the league system, more than half the
division can expect promotion. At the bottom, Shareholders Divided still have five points,
with seven points up to Extreme, thus being relegated. The luckiest of the Slugfest is
Coventry, and the unluckiest is 20" Century Dictators.

Luckiest of all is World Ambassadors, now followed by Coventry and Lower Tadfield Apocalypse.
The unluckiest of all is 20" Century Dictators, followed by Gangsters United and Lords.

The home advantage is still 9 VP. In the next issue, rounds 21 and 22 will be played, plus the
Rosedale Knockout final.
